
Bulk item collection in the City of Lodi is Monday, June 15 - Friday, June 19. This 

collection is for city residents whose refuse and recycling is collected via Columbia 

County Solid Waste and Recycling.  

All bulk items must be to the curb by 7:00 AM Monday, June 15. Collection is not 

guaranteed for items placed at the curb after Monday morning. Each residence is 

limited to four cubic yards, which is 60 inches long by 60 inches wide by 48 inches 

high. Streets will not be revisited after bulk items are collected except for scrap metal 

collection. Scrap metal collection begins Thursday, June 18.  

Items eligible for collection include furniture, non-Freon containing appliances (white 

goods), carpeting, padding, mattresses, box springs, treadmills, and other large 

household items.  

Items that will NOT be collected include: 

• Construction materials (shingles, siding, and home remodeling project materials) 

• Household chemicals, liquids (e.g. paint), or hazardous waste 

• Freon containing appliances 

• Electronics (TVs, computers, monitors, printers) 

• Yard waste 

• Tires
